We have started our DICE events on Saturday, November 27th. We have celebrated the IDEA Day - International day of drama/theatre and education, and held a press conference about it, and presented DICE project, and announced the National Conference on December 4th. We donated an interactive theatre performance of Checkov’s Three sisters, in Little Theatre “Dusko Radovic”, for the students of Pharmacy-physiotherapy High School the same evening. 

November 29th and 30th, a huge conference on pre-university education, organized by our Ministry of education took place, and we used every opportunity there to lobby for DICE project. On Wednesday, December 1st, a meeting of UNICEF group for the project School without Violence took place, and our representative attended that meeting, and also brought DICE research as a subject. On December 4th, our National Conference took place, in Cultural Institution “Parobrod”, with the duration 11-17, and it aroused great interest and vivid discussions between people present (approximately 60 people were present). The feedback we received was such that now we are thinking of organizing further discussions and/or conferences in near-by future, as a possibility. All in all, it was successful and inspiring, we have reached some very important people, and we hope to do more. Our conference thus initiated work in progress, and it is our intention to organize similar kinds of gatherings once a month from January, with more specific target groups of participants. The goal of these gatherings is lobbying for support for further work on DICE Recommendations, support for research projects and good practices in establishing intersectorial collaboration. Our task is to implement DICE recommendations in strategic documents of both education and culture.
